He has authored two major, full-length
trilogies of plays in Tagalog, some of which have been
translated o English and Polish. His full-length play
Trip To The South was performed in New York and in
Diversion Road was performed in Melbourme and in
Singapore. After having more than 40 books publshed
in the Philippines, he is devoting the rest of his ife to
posting his new and forthcoming books in cyberspace
